“Show us, Lord, your love; and grant us your salvation.”  
Psalm 85:8 

 
 
The four weeks of Advent are meant for us to prepare our hearts for 
three comings of Christ: his birth in Bethlehem (which we celebrate 
on Christmas); his return at the end of time; and his coming to us 
here and now. Our preparations include prayer, reception of the 
sacraments, good works, and sacrifices. Although everyone’s 
preparations will look different, they are all meant to cleanse us from 
sin and teach us to welcome Christ with love. 
 
In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah describes a vision of an ideal 
time of peace when all nations will come to the mountain of the Lord. 
Saint Paul urges the faithful of Rome to be ready, for the time of 
salvation is nearer now than when they first believed. In the Gospel, 
Jesus teaches his disciples that they must stay awake, for they do 
not know when the Son of Man will come. He gives examples 
throughout history of people not being prepared. 
 
May the Holy Spirit guide us to remain vigilant and help us prepare 

our hearts, knowing that we do not know the hour  
of the Lord's coming.
